Philippine SDA School for the Deaf Opens
  The new SULADS SDA School for the Deaf

in Mindanao, Philippines just opened on June
18/13 with seven students.  The school is
under the direction of Darryl and Sarah
Famisaran. Sarah is our Gospel Outreach
worker for the Deaf in all of Mindanao and is
shouldering most of the load!
  The school has been building for about two
years on a new campus about 35 km from
Mountain View SDA College.  It is located
on about 8 acres of land with three main
buildings to start: (1) a house for the
c o n s t r u c t i o n  w o r k e r s ,  ( 2 )  a
classroom/administration building and (3) a
dormitory.
  Because of extremely limited background,
all the students are in grade one, though their
ages range from eight to ten to sixteen and
even twenty years old.
  There is enough land at the school to grow
a good percentage of their own food.  A large
corn field is shown in one of the pictures we
have received! They bought extra land giving
them a permanent spring for a water supply,
and they now have a good cistern for keeping
the water which flows by gravity down to the
school.

  From Canada, mostly through the Alberta
SDA “A Better World” organization, a
total of around $25,000 has been sent from
Canada to help build on the new location. 
The school originally started in an
available  room located near Mountain
View College.
  The students are involved in a daily work
program. Mayelle, a mother of two
children assists in the care of the students.
She is having Bible studies and is
considering baptism.  Sarah stays in the
dorm with the deaf students along with her
teacher-in-charge.  Her husband helps on
the weekends when he is home from the
SULADS offices at Mountain View
College.
  They have all been going out on
weekends to put on programs in
surrounding SDA churches.  Recently,
Sarah was able to visit the deaf group she
helped start in Cagayan and found that
Sunny Suan, the deaf lay worker, was
taking her place and interpreting for his co-
Deaf brethren using the little hearing he
has.  Sunny is praying that the Lord will
provide him with a hearing aid so that he
can interpret better for his deaf group!



Dr. Hans Diehl Video Recordings
 We recorded a special weekend at
Canadian University College with Dr.
Hans Diehl.  Dr. Diehl is the well-known
founder of the CHIP Coronary Health
Reduction program used in many countries
of the world.
  Through a combination of diet and
exercise - with trust in Divine power, the
program helps people reduce their
cholesterol levels and in some cases, has
eliminated the need for heart surgery
bypasses. The program is also a great
blessing to Type II Diabetics - helping
them to greatly reduce their dependence on
insulin, and in some cases, go off insulin
entirely.
 Dr. Diehl’s four week lifestyle change and
recovery program was purchased by the
famous (SDA) Sanatarium Foods of
Australia, the largest breakfast food
company in that country.
  The program has now been completely
changed and updated with Dr. Diehl as
well as various medical doctors conducting
the program on video.
  We recorded many of the lectures Dr.
Diehl gave outlining the basic principles of
the program. We paid a professional
interpreter to put the lectures here into
Sign Language.  
  One of the lectures gives the story of how
Dr. Diehl got involved with Nathan
Pritikin’s pioneer lifestyle change program
as he did research to see if it really
worked.  He not only became convinced,

but went to work for Pritikin’s program 
for several years.  Dr. Diehl popularized
the program and adapted it so a church
could put on the program with a 16 night
lecture program over a period of 4
weeks.  
  The new CHIP program by Sanatarium
Foods is less times per week, but goes
over a longer time span.
 We are currently trying to find out what
interest there may be in having most of
these introductory lectures which we
recorded in Canada now put onto DVD
for use here in North America.  If you
have interest, please contact us.

Gospel Workers Baby Dedicated
 Harrison Antwi began as our first
Gospel Outreach worker for the Deaf in
Ghana some years ago.  Now there is a
maturing structure of Deaf Ministry with
many involved in a growing work.
  Harrison is now married, and he and
his wife have named their Baby,
“Alberta”, in honor of Mrs Alberta
Blake, wife of Pastor John Blake. 
Harrison’s wife is currently attending
University working on a degree in
education.

Many Things Happening in Kenya!
 There is a new school being built and two
rooms are basically finished and are now
being used!
  Henry Kamau, a Deaf Ministry
Coordinator for Kenya reported after a
visit to the school as follows in July.
 “In the school we found 2
rooms/classrooms which have already been
completed. They were putting finishing
touches on the sanitary blocks. We learnt
that one of the rooms with 7 double decked
beds would be used as boys’ dormitory
while the girls would sleep at the main
house where the lady who donated the land
lives. This would be until more rooms have
been built. We saw that the school still
needs additional classrooms, an
administration block, a dining
room/kitchen, piped water/borehole,
electricity, staff housing, additional
teachers and support staff. Fortunately
there is enough land for everything. ...
There is enough land for growing food
which can be used in the school.” 
 *We have just received word that the
school has just started with 6 students!
  An experienced teacher, Monica
Nyamusi, is heading up the school.  She
has long had a burden for the Deaf and is
also a good signer and interpreter having
also interpreted for Deaf at Baraton
University. Already about $10,000 has
gone from Canada through “A Better
World” to help this deaf school at Kisii.

New Kisii School in the Distance at
Kisii in Western Kenya- there

are only 3 in all the SDA Church!

New Deaf Church Starts in Ghana
 Harrison Antwi, our Gospel Outreach
worker for Ghana, has been joined in
Deaf Ministry with help from Pastor
Henry Afokwa, a young pastor who is
also assigned to spend part of his time in
Deaf Ministry.  The Conference
Secretary, Dr. James Amoah, has also
been giving a lot of attention to ministry
to Deaf.  Between all their efforts, a new
Deaf church group has been started at
Seko.  Pastor Afokwa & Harrison
reported :
 “A total membership of eleven Deaf has
been mobilized and was set for service
on that Sabbath. By God's grace the
Seko hearing church has provided a
church house for worship. It is an old
Temple. ...
  Seko is about 72 miles away from
Kumasi. The person who will be looking
after this newly opened church is
Emmanuel Addo. He is a very good
Deaf who can lead and interpret the
Bible well as Harrison can do.
  Some of the new members did not have
any formal education in school and for
that they cannot sign well. We have
encouraged them and therefore have
asked the leader, Emmanuel Addo to
teach them some sign language every
Sabbath they meet for service.”



Inter-European Congress for Deaf
 A Congress for SDA Deaf was held at the
Collonges sous Saleve SDA University on
the French-Swiss border near Geneva from
June 14-17/13.  
  Dr. Larry Evans, the General Conference
Liaison for Deaf Ministry reported on the
Conference as follows: 
   “Approximately 40 Deaf attended this
conference hosted by the South France
Conference and led by Valerie Lefebvre,
the conference president’s administrative
assistant. Deaf from France, Spain,
Belgium, Switzerland, Germany and Brazil
attended. As you know each language
group has at least one sign language and
dialects add to the challenge.  
   Coming from the United States were
David Trexler (Deaf with 3 Angels Deaf

Ministries) and Alfred Griffith (Gospel

Outreach) and myself. David and Alfred
were the presenters. What was amazing is
that the Sabbath sermon which was
presented at our Adventist University of
France (Collonges France) was the
translation that needed to be done. David’s
sermon was signed in ASL (American Sign
Language) which was then voiced by
Alfred into English which was translated
into French and Spanish.  Then the
Spanish and the French verbal languages
were translated into their own sign
language. Just to add to the mix the verbal
French was translated into verbal Dutch
for those hearing meeting with the
Deaf. Got it?   I wouldn’t dare call it
“Babylon” but the language was certainly

diversified – maybe it was more like
Pentecost! J Very worthwhile! 
   The conference provided two
excursion trips – one to Geneva,
Switzerland (just a few miles away) to
see the Reformation Wall and some
Reformation highlights and another to
the little village in the foothills of Mt
Blanc--the highest peak in western
Europe.....
Further report from France:
 “In 2008 a team of volunteers began a
service for Deaf people in France.
 Their approach is based on respect for
Deaf people and on their right to
knowledge. This value is based on the

needs: moral support, health advice,
wedding preparation, translation of
meetings and religious or funeral
services etc. Video equipment and tools
are available. The French Team
organizes thematic meetings where Deaf
and hearing people have the opportunity
to meet and exchange (Christians cafés
in FSL). The aim is to share a message
of hope with them. ...The French Deaf
Ministry team organizes several
activities, such as Bible studies, Health
Expos, European meetings, spiritual
retreats, outreach programs.”



Esther Doss Signing Introductions
for the new Jesus Life Story Series

Jesus Life Story DVD Set  Recorded
 After about 6 years in planning, writing
and preparation, the chronological “Jesus
Life Story” video series was recorded in
Mountain View, Arkansas, with Edgemont
Video doing the production.
 Allen Meis, an SDA teacher from
Michigan, and son of deaf parents, is the
main presenter.  Esther Doss is also
working with the series and has signed
“The Introductions” to the ten chapter
sections. She is also doing part of the
video editing. Chip Doss, Manager of
Edgemont Video, is leading out in all the
phases of production.  John Blake is writer
and the Executive Producer.
  The purpose of the series is to take the
viewer on a sign language tour of all of
Jesus life.  It starts with a brief account of
Jesus in heaven before coming to earth,
then follows chronologically through Jesus
life story.  
  There are over 500 paintings illustrating
Jesus life and about 175 modern pictures
and maps from Israel. The maps have been
especially prepared to fit into the series. 
There are pictures to go with each of the
25+ locations where Jesus ministered and
each place will be accessed by clicking on
the location.
  The series was first recorded in audio
with the signers reading from the script.

The signing was then recorded
as the script was read aloud
slow enough, or fast enough,
for the signers to be
comfortable with their actual
interpreting.  Both Allen and
Esther usually had to do several
‘re-takes’ on the majority of the
pictures before they were
satisfied with the ‘American
Sign Language’ interpretation. 
Allen said that it was the
hardest two weeks of his life!
  Much prayer went into the

preparation.  Before starting each of the
many recording sessions, several prayers
were offered.  We were anxious for
God’s special blessing.  We regarded
this as an awesome task to present an
account of Jesus life in picture and sign
(Also with a full voice script). 
  The series is now being edited and we
hope it will be completed this year. It is
also to have sub-titling in English.  Do
pray with us that souls will fall in love
with Jesus and come to accept Him fully
through this series!  We need the funds
to also do sub-titles in more languages!

Wife of Pioneer Deaf Leader Passes

 Alyce Griffith, wife of Elder Arthur
Griffith, was born on June 20, 1921 and
passed away on July 11, 2013.  Her
memorial service was held on August 18 in
the Vancouver Washington SDA Church. 
  In 1944 Alyce married Elder Arthur
Griffith who for years, while a machinist,
volunteered in ministry to Deaf.  Finally,
Arthur was taken on as a full time pastor
and later ordained to the ministry in 1969 as
the first ever SDA ordained pastor who was
deaf himself.
  In 1956 their 7 year old deaf daughter,
Linda, was killed in a bicycle accident. 
From that time on Arthur became highly
involved in sharing the hope of the
resurrection and Second Coming with Deaf
in the USA and through the mail, even to
countries overseas.
  The Blake’s remember living at the
Christian Deaf Center in Arkansas from
1982-1985 - with the Griffiths.  They
remember how Alyce loved to work in the
gardens.  She was a hard worker and proved
to be an able and supportive companion in
Deaf Ministry to her pioneer deaf husband.
  Unfortunately, Alyce in her last years,
suffered from dementia.  However, she had

a stronger body and when her husband
became crippled with a bad back, he would
lead in thought and she could carry out the
physical action as instructed.
  In her final years, Alyce received good
care at a special seniors care center after her
husband passed away in January, 2010.

 Arthur and Alyce in their home
  Alyce is mourned by three hearing sons, 
Fred, Ben and Don, and one remaining deaf
daughter, Doris, plus many grand-children
and great grand-children.

Western Russia Congress for Deaf
 Dr. Larry Evans just attended (Sept 20
weekend) the Western Russian Congress for
the Deaf held at Zaosky SDA Seminary. 
Evans reports that there were 107 Deaf
present.  He wrote from the Congress: “The
experience here has really been eye-
opening!  The work for the Deaf here is
much more progressive than I ever thought
it was.

  “They [the Deaf] are so excited to be
together as is the case whenever such a
congress is held! I was asked last night to
talk about the conference in France that was
just held. [see report here]  I had spoken
about it and even showed a couple slides in
my first presentation but it really didn't sink
in until they saw pictures of the event...”

Comments by Dr. Fred Webb about
Manila Work!

  Dr. Webb is the general GO Coordinator for the

Philippines

  “When Lychel (our Gospel Outreach
worker for the deaf) began her work here
about 3 years ago, there were only 3 deaf
individuals attending services.  While not
all were here this week, Lychel told me that
she has about 80 that regularly attend.  Only
10 of these are baptized Adventists.  The
others are Catholic, Mormon, Jehovah’s
Witnesses, Iglesia ni Cristo, etc.  They are
all learning more about the Bible and
several will be ready for baptism when
Pastor Jeff Jordan comes again in May.”
[see Jordan’s report!]

  EXTRA:  Lychel reported in June that
their summer camp for the Deaf in the
Mindanao area had some major challenges
with a girl suffering concussion and they
had much rain, but things worked out in the
end and there were 10 deaf young people
baptized.  The deaf girl with the concussion
refused to leave the camp because of her
health, as she wanted so badly to be
baptized first! Lychel says, “We were all
worried about her condition but she was
worried about her salvation! We were
reminded that even in the most confusing
times, God is in control.”

Editorial
                 By Pastor John Blake

  Every little while I receive an email from
overseas! It may be from one of our Gospel
Outreach lay Bible Workers, from one of
the Conference officials supervising their
work, or from some member or non-
member Hearing or Deaf person that is
anxious to foster Deaf Ministry in their own
country.  Recently most emails are coming
from some part of East, West or Central
Africa.  Occasionally one comes from India
or Pakistan.
  The burden comes again and again.  Deaf
people - especially overseas - need so much
help.  Not only do they need help
spiritually, but many are either without
regular employment or are under employed. 
We occasionally hear stories from here and
there of Deaf being mistreated or largely
neglected by their family, community or
government.
  Earlier this year, when I was in India, I
asked at the Kollegal school what would be
happening to the 97 deaf children and
young people at the school if there was no
school.  I was given the impression that they
would be back in their village or farm
simply helping with the work, with little or
no formal education.  In our account of the
new school in the Philippines, you will read
that all the first 7 students are in grade one
even though their ages range from 8 to 20
years old. Why?  They’ve had little or no
possibility to learn.  That means that on
coming, they cannot even read the Bible or
any spiritual books or magazines that you
can read!
  The needs are great.  Both the Deaf school
in Mindanao and the one in Kenya need
more rooms and buildings to run efficiently
and well.  We need more Gospel Outreach
workers for new work in countries like
Ethiopia, Tanzania, Botswana, and the list
could go on and on.  In most places, as an
Adventist church, we have little or no work
for Deaf people!



  How can that change?  One step at a
time - one worker, one student, one deaf
interest at a time!  Each person in the SDA
church receives many calls for help.  Some
calls are for going to unentered areas, some
calls are to perhaps buy an expensive piano
for a lovely modern church, or perhaps help
support one of our SDA satellite TV
networks. Many calls!  I ask you to consider
the Deaf!  Each person needs to prayerfully
decide where are the greatest needs -
even the most neglected needs - and then
prayerfully decide - with God - what
should they do to help meet those needs! 
The Holy Spirit will show us our duty as we
are willing to put God first in our lives!
