Three objectives for Global
Strategy during the next decade
are being considered by Seventh-
day Adventists worldwide, accord-
ing to Donald G King, Secretary of
the Alberta Conference.

"While reaffirming the concept of
ministry for every believer,” King
says, "we'll be focusing on the
1200 people groups of more than
one million who speak the same
language but have never heard the
name of Christ.

"Perhaps the only difference in
that objective from what other
denominations are planning,” King
says, "is that our objective is to
establish a new congregation
every other day for the next ten
years. This is probably the
greatest worldwide thrust that any
denomination has undertaken.

"That goal means 180 new chur-
ches during 1991 and the nine

Roles for

Widespread roles for women in
Seventh-day Adventist ministry are
being recommended by a special
study commission.

Although the two-part document
stopped short of recommending
the ordination of women to the
gospel ministry, it did recommend
that women be given the same
baptizing privileges and leadership
in the same rites as unordained
men.

Highly supported was the "en-
couragement of team ministry" and
"fair compensation for pastors’
spouses who are part of a mini-
sterial team."

Remuneration and accountability
would be based on the number of
hours engaged in weekly ministry,
allowing mothers some time off to
be with children--if they wished.
Plans for specialized education for
the ministerial wife were also out-
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years after that, which doesn’t
sound like much when we compare
it with the more than 1200 new
churches we founded during
1988," King points out.

"However, almost all of those
churches we opened lastyear were
in areas where we already had
some kind of Church presence.”

Adventists during a summer
council also studied ministries to

international students in American
universities and colleges as well as
urban areas. They laid plans for
centers dedicated to under-
standing cultures and non-Chris-
tian religions as well.

At the recent world Annual Coun-
cil, a new world division of the
church was voted into being,
namely, the Soviet Division. This
new division has about 33,000
members.

Seventh-day Adventist global
membership is now just over 6
million, with 1988 accessions total-
ing 499,050. They also registered
areversalin churchapostasies and
missing members, the first tun-
around in more than 20 years.

Other portions of the document
affirmed the concept that only the
functions of Conference President
and Ministerial Association Direc-
tor need have ordained ministers
selected. All other roles of ad-
ministration and departmental
leadership for community and
church ministries need not have
ordained leaders, the Commission
reported.

The Adventist non-discriminatory
policy with reference to job descrip-
tion, pay, and benefits on the basis
of position rather than gender or
marital status was also reaffirmed.

Commission members repre-
senting every territory of the world
reviewed a survey instrument sent
to the nearly 2,000 women already
in various ministries of the Church.

The majority of them (89 percent)
are full-time salaried employees.

Of the total, 60 percent are work-
ing outside of North America, and
the majority are between the ages
of 36-50 years. Married women
totaled 61 percent.

Inuicating ethnic backgrounds,
the study was answered by Asians,
16 percent; Blacks, 8 percent;
Caucasians, 58 percent; and
Hispanics, 6 percent. About 11
percent did not report in this
category.

While nearly all wrote of pleasure
in their work, about nine out of ten
registered concerns and sugges-
tions in the four broad areas of
equality in compensation, develop-
ment opportunities, respect and
recognition, and job security.

Can the Seventh-day Adventist
Church represent the truth of God
to the world in these last days and
still have faults? | hear people
saying they must leave the or-
ganized church because decisions
have been made by the church that
they can't agree with. Articles may
be written in denominational jour-
nals that vary with our under-
standing of church practice and
doctrine. Questions may arise as to
why our church is working with
another denominational organiza-
tion in a project or program--should
we not be separate and distinct? |
have heard it suggested that be-
cause of these concerns it is best
to follow the counsel of Rev. 18 and
come out from the organized
church for it could be the Babylon
of prophecy.

These types of reactions to

church organization have been in .

existence as long as the Christian
church has existed. | have ex-
amined many of these charges
against the church. Sometimes the
person making the charge has
misinformation. At other times it is
justadifference of opinion and con-
viction in a matter that is not moral
nor a foundational truth of the Bible.
There are times when error has
been made by leaders within the
church. How should we relate our-
- selves to the temptation to criticise
or separate from the church be-
cause of these concerns? In 1893
Ellen White gave counsel to the
church when two men were cir-
culating a tract called "The Loud
Cry" which referred to the church
as Babylon. The following ex-
cerpts are from the article. Anyone
wanting the full text can receive it
by writing to the conference office.
"In all ages of the world there
have been men who think they
have a work to do for the Lord, and
show no respect for those whom

the Lord has been using. They do
not make right applications of
Scripture, they wrest the Scriptures
to sustain their own ideas.
Whatever may be the claims of
those who draw away from the
body to proclaim theories of their
own invention, they are in Satan'’s
service, to get up some new device
to divert souls from the truth for this
time.”

"l tell you, my brethren, the Lord
has an organized body through
whom He will work. There may be
more than a score of Judases
among them; there may be a rash
Peter who will under circumstan-
ces of trial deny his Lord; there may
be persons represented by John
whom Jesus loved, but he may
have a zeal that would destroy
men’s lives by calling down fire
from heaven upon them to revenge
an insult to Christ and to the truth.
But the great Teacher seeks to give
lessons of instruction to correct
these existing evils. He is doing
the same today with His church.
He is pointing out their dangers.
He is presenting before them the
Laodicean message."

"He shows them that all selfish-
ness, all pride, all self-exaltation, all
unbelief and prejudice, which lead
to resistance of the truth and turn
away from the true light, are
dangerous, and unless repented
of, those who cherish these things
will be left in darkness as was the
Jewish nation. Let every soul now
seek to answer the prayer of Christ.
Let every soul echo that prayer in
mind, in petitions, in exhortations,
that they all may be one even as
Christ is one with the Father, and
work to this end.”

"In the place of turning the
weapons of warfare within our own
ranks, let them be turned against
the enemies of God and of the
truth..."

"The Lord has had a church from
that day, through all the changing
scenes of time to the present
period 1893. The Bible sets before
us a model church. They are to be
in unity with each other, and with
God. When believers are united to
Christ the living vine, the result is
that they are one with Christ, full of
sympathy and tenderness and
love. When anyone is drawing
apart from the organized body of
God's commandment-keeping
people, when he begins to weigh
the church in his human scales,
and begins to pronounce judgment
against them, then you may know
that God is not leading him. He is
on the wrong track.”

"We are as a church to be wide
awake, and to work for the erring
among us, as laborers together
with God. We are furnished with
spiritual weapons, mighty to the
pulling down of the fortress of the
enemy. We are not to hurl the
thunderbolts against the church of
Christ militant; for Satan is doing all
he possibly can in this line, and you
who claim to be the remnant of the
people of God had better not be
found helping him, denouncing, ac-
cusing, and condemning. Seek to
restore, not to tear down, dis-
courage, and destroy."--
Manuscript 21.

Update: At a major planning ses-

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63% Church Growth in Six Months

Was it Central or South America?
Or Africa? Incorrect! It happened
right here in the North American
Division. Dr. Victor Schulz,
Spanish Ministries Coordinator,
reports that this is happening in the
Alberta Conference in Canada. A
Spanish church was organized in
the provincial capital of Edmonton,
and the membership is growing at
a phenomenal rate. Similar results
can be found in the area of Calgary,
under the leadership of John
Perez.

There are many thousands of im-
migrants who arrive each year,
anxious to start life anew. Many
soon discover, though, that their
dreams are shattered by harsh
realities. Loneliness, a different
language, separation from the
family, a different culture--all make
it difficult to adjust to this new
homeland.

The needs of these people
present a unique challenge to the

church, and an opportunity toreach '

them with the hope and comfort
that the gospel offers through
Jesus Christ. To most of us, the
words "mission field" conjure up
visions of exotic lands, people who
speak unfamiliar languages, and
remote outposts isolated from
civilization. But in North America,
these can be found in the great
body of immigrants--a mission field
right inside our borders and one
that is very fruitful in terms of soul-
winning.

The Canadian Union has ac-
cepted this challenge and the
results can already be seen. A
cheery "buenos dias!" can be
heard more and more among
Seventh-day Adventists in the
countryl And in the case of the Al-
berta Conference, the growth rate
among those who speak the
Spanish language is surpassing
that of the fastest growing division
in the world!

An impressed minister recently
asked Dr. Schulz, "In a time when
the church is stagnant in so many
places, why is the Spanish work
growing? What is the secret of
such spectacular growth of the
work under your care?" The
answer may be alessontoall, "The
reasons are four-fold: God'’s bless-
ings, hard work, lay involvement,
and ongoing public evangelism."

So the prophecy of Revelation
14:6 "...with an eternal gospel to
proclaim to those who dwell on
earth, to EVERY NATION AND
KINDRED AND TONGUE AND
PEOPLE" is rapidly becoming a
reality in Canada. Very soon we
will be singing together "a new
song, saying: 'Worthy art thou to
take the book and to openits seals,
for thou wast slain and thou didst
ransom men for God from EVERY
TRIBE, AND TONGUE, AND
PEOPLE AND NATION" (Revela-
tion 5:9).

Our Hands Do Span the Ocean

The "Ingathering World Service
Appeal"” continues to be one of the
most effective community outreach
activities of the SDA Church.
Eighty-five percent of our pastors
and lay-leaders find Ingathering to
be an effective form of witnessing.
Only rarely does the public respond
with hostility to the "Annual Ap-
peal.”

The great satisfaction and reward
of Ingathering comes, not just from
the dollars raised, but from re-
quests for community service,
health education, varied literature
and Bible studies. Possibly the
North American churches’ best
kept secret is that about 400 in-
dividuals per year are baptized who
were first contacted by ingatherers.

Here in Canada last year, we
raised over $750,000 -- about half
by public solicitation and the other
half by personal donations. With a
potential of 38,000 Canadian Ad-
ventists it would be thrilling to once
again catch the Ingathering "spirit”
of earlier days when whole chur-
ches enthusiastically made the
"Appeal” one of the highlights of
their church calendar.

Over 500 Adventist Community
Service (ACS) Centers in the North
American Division receive major
assistance from Ingathering funds.
This translates into 2 million clients
whose food aid value is annually
$4.6 million, and whose value in
clothes, bedding, and furniture
reaches $5.7 million. Could
anyone really believe that Ingather-
ing is not evangelism--feeding the
hungry, clothing the naked, and
visiting those that are cast down?
Itis anintegrated part of the Gospel
Commission.

¢

Any thought of closing the Com-
munity Service Centers would be
myopic. The cure is "no-non-
sense" expansion. We need ex-
panded contingency funds giving
us the ability to meaningfully and
quickly respond to major disasters
such as fires, hurricanes, twisters,
floods, and human tragedy.

Beginning in 1988, ADRA
Canada and Ingathering became
joint venturing partners. This year,
35% of the Ingathering funds
raised, will be available for ADRA
Canada projects. By 1991, the fig-
ure will reach a maximum of 46%
for overseas projects and 54% for
the home base.

At present, ADRA Canada is par-
ticipating in 81 projects in develop-
ing countries such as Ethiopia,
Sudan, Haiti, Jamaica, the Philip-
pines, Uganda, Mexico, Pakistan,
and many others. Our hands do
span the oceans!

The three sources of funding for
ADRA Canada are: Ingathering,
the Annual Diaster and Famine
Relief Offering each May, and
private donations. With these
funds, ADRA Canada receives
matching funds from CIDA
(Canadian International Develop-
ment Assistance) and the Alberta
government. Other provincial
governments may participate.

The "new look™ Ingathering
brochure has been most en-
thusiastically received and recog-
nizes a number of Adventist
photographers from coast to coast.
Last year, a second printing was
required to meet the demand.

Thisis "no nonsense" Ingathering
expansion, and this is the way it
ought to bel This strong signal

says how YOU feel about the joint
venturing partnership of Ingather-
ing and ADRA Canada.

Now, do you realize that the
present $25 per member objective
was established in the 60's? Why,
that is well over 20 years ago, and
itis as antiquated as the Tiger Moth
Airplane. It is time to raise our
sights and pull the trigger!

We must provide Canadians, our-
selves included, with the oppor-
tunity to give as God impresses
and to experience a sense of ac-
complishment. Those who solicit
and those who donate are, in
reality, saving lives by proxy. And
what can be said for the enthusias-
tic support of the Adventist Educa-
tional system. Students, faculty,
Adventist educators are all an in-
tegrated part of this program.
Without their loyalty and dedicated
support much of the enthusiasm
and spontaneity would be missing!

Let us support our pastors,
Church Ministry leaders and our
educators in response to their an-
nual Ingathering Campaign. Your
church needs YOU! |t is going to
happen--why wait--let’s gofor it this
yearl The needs are staggering.
There is not one valid reason as to
why the Canadian churches should
notrespond whole-heartedly to this
year's Ingathering/ADRA Appeal.
Recent increases hardly cover in-
flation. Let's go now for a volun-
tary, super goal of $1,000,000. We
can do it by pulling together.
